3 Bonus Questions

1. The constellations of Lyra and Pegasus, and the star Altair are all on the puzzle twice.
2. Little Dipper and Ursa Minor should be the other way around in the list.
3. Canopus is the star on the puzzle that cannot be seen from Maine.
